SIDEWALK CARRY-OUTS WITHIN THE TOWN OF EASTON IN ORDER TO PROMOTE 

PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE” 

 

Upon motion by Ms. Malone seconded by Mrs. Cook and carried unanimously; Ordinance No. 574 was 

approved. 

 

ORDINANCE NO. 575, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF EASTON GRANTING THE 

APPLICATION OF ASHBY COMMONS, L.C. FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE EXISTING 

PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT KNOWN AS “ASHBY COMMONS” UNDER THE 

PROVISIONS OF THE EASTON ZONING ORDINANCE” 

 

Upon motion by Mr. Wendowski seconded by Ms. Malone and carried, Ordinance No. 575 passed 3 to 2 

with Mr. Lesher and Mrs. Cook voting no. 

 

REQUEST FROM TIDEWATER INN FOR LICENSE FOR USE OF PUBLIC SPACE. 

 

Mr. Smith discussed the Tidewater Inn’s request.  
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Mr. John Wilson, Manager, General Partner of The Tidewater Inn discussed proposed renovations to the 

existing structure. He stated that they would like to enclose the top and put in sliding windows. Mr. Wilson 

stated that the space is meant to be outdoor porch. He stated that the awning will stay and they will fill in 

where fireplace is. They intend to place sliding windows to keep the weather out. There will be no gutter or 

no additional landscaping. 

 

Ms. VanEmburgh stated that The Tidewater Inn’s request has gone before Historic District and Mr. 

Richardson has some contingencies.  

 

Mr. Wilson stated that if the porch is enclosed, it may need sprinklers. 

 

It was the unanimous consensus of the Council for the Town Attorney to draft a license. 

 

The Town Attorney will prepare legislation and license for next meeting.
