the aggrieved individual; a member of the aggrieved individual's immediate family; an individual with firsthand knowledge 
obtained because the individual: was present at and observed the alleged incident; or has a video recording of the incident 

that, to the best of the individual's knowledge, is unaltered; or the parent or guardian of the minor child, if the alleged incident 
involves a minor child. Unless a complaint is filed within 366 days after the alleged brutality, an investigation that may lead to 

disciplinary action under this subtitle for brutality may not be initiated and an action may not be taken.
