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Siding Wood?

Is the Existing IE »| * Maintain and repair historic wooden siding using
appropriate paint and wood consolidate.

* For severely deteriorated wood siding, new wocden
siding may be appropriate that matches the existing in
size, shape, profile, and texture.

Building in the
Historic District ?
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* Replacement with wood
siding is preferred.

* Alternate materials will
be considered on a case
by case basis.

* If the existing siding is wood, it should continue to
be wood
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* Smooth fiber cement siding may also be
appropriate as a replacement for synthetic siding.

Additional Information

All Siding Replacements (even in-kind) must be reviewed
by the HDC at a regularly scheduled meeting. (HDC
Meetings are held the 2" and 4t Monday of the month)
Avoid replacing original wood siding with different types of
wood siding.

Aluminum or vinyl wrapped wood for trim or fascia is not
appropriate.
